Carparks

Carparks located on the outskirts of the CBD will be used by

people working in the city and will free up carparks in the CBD for

inner city shoppers. For example, Oxley Street 1 , Dean Park 2

and the Railway Station 3  could provide secure and shaded

carparks at an affordable price.

Shuttle bus

Shuttle buses that circuit the CBD will be provided from carparks

on the edge of the city.

Better pedestrian links

Pedestrian paths will be linked to the carparks and provide

convenient, shaded and safe access to the CBD.

On-site parking

On-site parking will be provided in new developments.
