Townsville City Council has resolved at its meeting of 26 August 2008 to undertake a
Systematic Inspection Program, namely Infiltration and Inflow Study (I/1) of sewers and
private house drains of all premises to identify illegal connections to council's sewerage
system.

Water and Wastewater Operations division seeks approval to undertake the third of
these programs in the Catchments of Catchments A6, 6, SB7, S7D, S8, S12A, SA18A
(West End, Wulguru, Stuart) pursuant to Section 1098 of the Local Government Act
1993. The program is expected to commence on Tuesday 25 August 2009 and will be
completed within a period of three (3) months.

Executive Summary >>

Following amalgamation, Townsville Water assumed control of the three weirs along
Ross River. These assets have at various times over the years been assets of
Townsville City Council, NQ Water and Thuringowa City Council.

One weir, Blacks, impounds water adjacent to the Douglas Water Treatment Plant and
the Plant has been configured to be able to draw water from the impounded area, in an
emergency situation. It therefore has direct relevance to Townsville Water.

The lower weirs, Gleeson's and Aplin's are not used for any Townsville Water
operations. They provide a recreational facility for residents as well as enhancing the
visual amenity from the adjacent residential areas.

Gleeson's and Aplin's Weirs asset ownership should be transferred to Community and
Environmental Services.

City of Thuringowa followed minimally different management principles and objectives.
A revised policy to govern liquid trade waste management for the amalgamated
Townsville City Council is proposed incorporating the best elements of both former
Councils policies.

1. POLICY STATEMENT >=

This policy sets out the conditions upon which liquid trade waste dischargers may discharge to
Townsville City Council's sewer.

2 PRINCIPLES ==
The purpose of this palicy is o allow council to meet responsihilities under the:

Water Supply (Safety & Reliability! Act 2008;

Local Government Act 1993;

Environmental Frotection Act 1994;

Environmental Protection (Water) Paolicy 1897,

Plumbing and Drainage Act 2002;

Standard Flumbing and Drainage Reguiation 2003; and

other legislation subordinate to the above Acts and Regulations.

The council's Liquid Trade Waste Policy is hased on the principles set out in the Water Services
Association of Ausiralia “National ‘Wastewater Source Management Guideline July 2008". Under
sections 40-43 of the Environmental Protection (Water) Folicy, the council “must develop and
implement an environmental plan about sewage management that minimises unnecessary flows
entering the system™ and in particular “liquid trade waste management that controls liquid trade
waste entering the system™.

The council desires to maintain the condition of its sewerage system and the quality of effluent
discharged from its various treatment plants to the environment.

3. SCOPE ==

This policy applies to staff of Water and Asset Planning, a business unit of Townsville City Council,
and its customers who utilise liquid trade waste services.

4, RESPONSIBILITY >>

The Chief Exacutive Officer, Directors, Executive Managers, Managers and Supervisors are
responsible for ensuring the policy contzined herein is understood and applied.

5. DEFINITIONS ==

Arrestor - An apparafus designed to intercept and retain silt, sand, oil, grease, sludge and ather
substances in a waste dischargs.

Biosolids - The freated solids (sludge) mainly organic, produced by sewerage treatment.

Council - In this plan a reference to council means the Townsyille City Council or any person
appointed or authorised by the Townsville City Council to act on behalf of council as the case may

require.

Discharger - The person or entity that is required under this policy to hold a liquid trade waste
approval, because they have legal responsibility for the point at which liquid trade waste is
discharged to a council sewer.

Domestic sewage - Fascal matter and urine of human arigin and liquid household wastes from
water closet pans, sinks, baths, basins and similar fistures designed for use in private dwellings.

Effluent - The liquid discharged following a wastewater treatment process.
Discharger - See liguid trade waste discharger.
Human wastes - Human faecal substances and urine.

Level 2.0 approval - A liguid trade waste approval for the discharge of liquid waste classified as
Category 2.0. It states the terms and conditions to be met by the approval holder with respect to
the discharge of liquid trade waste into council's sewerage system.

Liquid trade waste - Wastewater which is prescribed to be trade waste, according to the criteria of
the Townsville City Council, and is suitable for discharge into the Townsville City Council's
sewerage system. Trade waste includes (but may not be imited to) wastewater discharged from
premises as a result of trade, industrial, commercial, medical, dental, veterinary, agriculfural,
horticultural or scientific research or experimental activities. Wastewater discharged from private
residential premises is not trade waste.

Liquid trade waste approval (Approval) - \Written approval by council for a person to discharge
liguid trade waste to council's sewerage system. Liguid frade waste approvals are further
categaorised into Level 1 Approvals and Level 2 Agreements. They state the terms and conditions
to be met by the aporoval holder with respect fo the discharge of liquid trade waste info council's
SEWerage systiem.

Liquid trade waste discharger - Any person, owner, occupier, company or hody whose activity
produces or has the potential to produce liquid trade waste.

Owner - As defined in the Local Government Act 1953

Premises - A lot as defined in section 1.2.5 of the Infegrated Flanning Act 1957, or for a lot under
the Sody Corporate and Community Management Act 1987 or the Building Units and Group Titles
Act 1930, the common property for the lot.

Pre-treatment - Any approved method of liquid Trade waste treatment before discharge to sewer
including but not limited to (for example) grease arestor and silt frap.

Prohibited substances - A substance prescribed in Schedule 1 of the Water Supply (Safely &
Reliabiity) Act 2008.

Regulated waste - Mon-domestic waste as menfioned in Schedule 7 of the Enwironmental
Protection Reguiation 1998 (whether or not it has been treated or immohilised) and includes:

a) foran element — any chemical compound containing the element; and
by anything that has contained the waste.

Residual Coordinator or Inspector - Residual Coordinator or Inspector means a person holding
appointment as a Residual Coordinator or Inspector of the Townsville City Council.

Septage - The biodegradable waste from specific tanks and similar treatment works. Seplage
includes the sediments, water, greass and scum pumped from a septic tank.

Sewage - The wastewater from the community including all fascal matter, urine, household and
commercial wastewater that contains human waste.

Sewerage or sewerage system - All pars of the council's sewerage infrastructure, including any
sewer, access chamber, vent, engine, pump, structure, machinery, outfall or other work used to
receive, store, transport or freat sewage.

Stormwater drainage - A drain, channel, pipe, chamber, structure, outfall or other work used 0
receive, store, transport or tfreat stomwater.

5 Infrastructure Planning - Tankered Waste Receival Facility - Option
Assessment Report

Executive Summary >>

As part of the Waste Water Upgrade Project, the existing tankered trade waste facility
at the Mt St John Sewage Treatment Plant (MSJSTP) will be decommissioned. The
continued use of the existing lagoons at MSJSTP is unfeasible in terms of controlling
environmental compliance risk, managing odour impact and meeting regulatory
requirements.

An option assessment has been performed to determine the best community solution
for the management of tankered trade waste, with particular focus on septic waste
management.

The option assessment illustrates that the best community option is to construct a new
facility remote from any of Council's existing treatment facilities. Council does not have
any statutory responsibility to provide a tankered trade waste facility With Council's
resources already stretched, it is preferable that such a facility be provided by industry
i.e. let market forces drive the outcome plus private industry may have suitable facilities
which can be upgraded.

Officer's Recommendation >>

It is recommended that Council:

1. Note the findings of the Option Assessment Report which confirmed Option 3
(Remote Townsville Tankered Waste Facility) as the favoured option for the
future management of Tankered Trade Waste.

2. Undertake an Expression of Interest process to gauge the potential for private
industry involvement in providing a new facility or upgrading an existing facility.

3. Reassess the future management of Tankered Trade Waste Disposal when the
Expression of Interest process is complete.

2400 litres per week or 124.8 litres kilolitres/year

However, this can vary considerably. At the moment we have approximately eight of
these machines in the Townsville area. There is no formal procedure to obtain any
remissions to cover use of this machine.

It is recommended that an additional allowance of 40 kilolitres/quarter or 160
kilolitres/year be allowed upon receipt of a written request.

Executive Summary >>

The Townsville District Disaster Management Group has request assistance from
Townsville City Council in preparing for the vaccination of vulnerable groups against
Swine Flu.

It is now expected that 20 to 25% of the Australian population will contract the virus.
Less than 1% of this group will require hospitalisation. It is believed locally that we are
in week 1 or 2 of the first 12 week cycle of the pandemic. Currently there are six cases
in Townsville hospitalised.
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The Federal Government has advised that the vaccine will most likely be available mid
to late October. The vaccine consists of 2 shots per person over a couple of weeks. |If
25% of the Townsville population is to be vaccinated than we would be looking at
approximately 40,000 vaccinations, twice. Queensland Health has requested that
Council consider possible vaccination locations and support staff that can assist with
this process.

Environmental Health will work on preliminary locations where vaccination centres can
be located and sustained for the period of time required.

Australia went into protect phase on 17th June 2009. From this date, the concern was
shifted from the Australian population to protecting vulnerable groups. All statistics
from this date are only representative of vulnerable people and not the wider Australian
community. It has been predicted that the actual numbers of people with Swine Flu is
considerably higher than the reported numbers.

For a majority, the virus is a mild illness with minimal to no symptoms, however, the
other end of the spectrum is also very real.

Vulnerable populations include;

Indigenous people of all ages,

Pregnant women,

People with respiratory disease (asthma, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease),
People with heart disease,

People with diabetes,

People with renal and liver disease,

People who are obese and

Immunosuppressed people.

It is these groups that can be more affected by swine flu.

If current statistics are correct, the coming weeks will see increased cases of flu,
increased hospitalisations, increased admissions to intensive care and regretfully more
deaths associated with this flu. Currently there are over 13000 recorded cases of
Swine Flu in Australia and over 4000 in Queensland. Townsville currently has 280
cases.

Council will continue to protect their staff.
