
Artist, critic and writer Elizabeth Cross, distinguished judge of the 2008 Xstrata Percival Portrait Prize, selected 35 works to be 
hung from a field of 138 entries.

In the time-honoured tradition begun in Paris in 1863, the works not selected were included in the Salon des Refusés.  As 
these works comprised the majority of the portraits submitted, they shared the gallery space with selected works and were 
distinguished by being hung as per the salon tradition, from floor to ceiling.

The entries were vying for $10,000 in prizes, the main prize of $5000 offered by Xstrata:
