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Council allows a minimum of 7 days for resurfacing works
to be completed. Please note these timeframes are
dependent on the size of the work area and unforeseen
circumstances that may arise.
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Will I have difficulty accessing my

property during the works?

You will still have access to your property with some
minor disruptions.

Bitumen spraying and Asphalt Overlay

Access to your property will be limited during working
hours as road closures will be necessary.

Council crews will always arrange access for
emergency services vehicles.

Where do i park my car during the works?

Vehicles should be parked off the road at all times during
the scheduled works. During preparation works, you

can park your vehicle within your property. During the
bitumen spraying and asphalt overlay, it is recommended
that you park your vehicle in a nearby street before 6am
on the day the work starts.
